DOES MY CHILD QUALIFY?

Any child with both hearing and

vision loss may qualify for services.

Deafblindness refers to any combination of vision and
hearing loss that impacts an individual’s communication, learning and access to the
environment. Other terms used to describe deafblindness are dual sensory

impaired or dual sensory loss.

Children and youth who are deafblind may or may not have additional disabilities.
Regardless, individuals with both hearing and vision loss are considered to be
deafblind and may qualify for services. Students with multiple disabilities are at

high risk for undetected hearing & vision loss.
